Please fill out the
attached order form and make checks payable to BMHS with child's first and last name
written in the memo section of the check. Credit cards are accepted.

All students need the proper dance shoes by Monday Sept. 17th, 2007 if not ordering
through us, or points will be deducted from their preparation grade.

Dress

Students are required to wear attire and shoes specified on class syllabus. No gum or
dangling jewelry will be permitted. Long hair must be pulled back and secured away
from the face. If a student is not prepared for class with the correct attire or late, points
will be deducted from the class preparation grade. Whether or not the student will be
permitted to participate in class is entirely up to the teacher. If the student is not
allowed to participate in class, points will be deducted from the participation grade.

NOTE: Dance instruction involves physically touching students for corrections
from time to time.

SYLLABI



BALLET I, 11 and 111

This course provides an introduction to the method of ballet training established
by Cav. Enrico Cecchetti. This course will be taught using his teaching and
writings in a sequence of grades, carefully measured as to the degree of
difficulty and physical development. Classical Ballet terminology is also
incorporated in the knowledge gained from this course.

Each level will be expected to develop a greater understanding of each grade of
material and to technically execute movements correctly will increase for each
level.

It is expected that proper attire will be used at all times. The female student will
wear leotards and tights (wrap skirts will be permitted). Ballet slippers are
required. Male students will wear black Jazz pants, white tee shirts and black
ballet slippers.

Classical Ballet is a highly refined system that has evolved over several centuries,
adapting to changing styles and varying geographic locales throughout the
world, stemming from social dance and court entertainment of Renaissance
Europe, particularly Italy and France.

Today there exists numerous types of dance or schools of academic dancing.
These include Bournonville (Danish from the school of Vestris), Cecchetti (from
the Italian School), Royal Academy of Dancing (English) and Russian (including
the Vaganova school).

DESCRIPTION: INTRODUCTION AND EXPLORATION TO THE BALLET METHOD
IN DANCE. BARRE AND CENTER WORK FOR CORRECT ALIGNMENT.

LYRICAL I, 11 111 IV. V

This course provides an introduction to basic lyrical jazz techniques. It stresses
proper techniques pertinent to lyrical jazz movement, proper alignment and
proper technique. In the class the students will develop an understanding of
body alignment, physical toning, strengthening of the body, use of movements
from both ballet and modem that will give the pattern of steps artistry and form.
The student will be given a working knowledge of anatomy, physiology, and
dance kinesiology. This knowledge will aid the dancer to move with ease and
efficiency, staying injury free.

Each level will be expected to develop a greater understanding of each concept
above. The ability to technically execute movements will play a greater
importance for the course level.

It will be expected that proper attire will be maintained at all times. The girls will
wear dance clothes that will allow for freedom of movement. Tee shirts and sport
bras are not allowed. Leotards and tights with jazz pants or biker shorts are
acceptable. Proper shoes are required for the course. Male students need jazz
pants with a tee shirt along with the proper shoes.

Lyrical jazz is movement that interrupts music or a theme. It involves varied
techniques such as ballet and modem. Fluidity and style are integral part of
lyrical jazz. The movement is greatly influenced by the world today. By studying
lyrical jazz and incorporating the other forms of dance necessary to master the
style and technique the student will be exposed to the multi-cultural aspect of all
the forms studied.

Jazz I, 1l 11l V. V

This course provides and introduction to basic jazz technique. It stresses proper
technique pertinent to jazz movement, proper alignment, and proper technique.
In the

class the students will develop an understanding of body alignment, physical
toning,

strengthening of the body, use of artistry and form. The student will be given a
working

knowledge of anatomy, physiology, and dance kinesiology. This knowledge will
aid the

dancer to move with ease and efficiency, staying injury free.

Each level will be expected to develop a greater understanding of each concept
above. The ability to technically execute movements will play a greater
importance for

the course level.

It will be expected that proper attire be maintained at all times. The girls will
wear

dance clothes that allowed for freedom of movement. Leotards, tights, jazz
pants, and

biker shorts are acceptable. Proper shoes will also be required for the course.
Male

students need jazz pants or sweat pants with a tee shirt. Proper shoes are also
required for

the course.

Jazz is a kind of theatrical dance conceived in America, given birth by the
established varied techniques of dance (folk and classical) brought to us by our
ancestors

from every corner of the world, and influenced by the musical style of each
surrounding

decade. By studying various styles jazz to include modern, Afro-Cuban, musical
comedy,

hip hop etc; the student will be exposed to the multi-cultural aspect of the art
forms.

TAP 1 1L 111 1V

This course provides an introduction to basic tap movement. It stresses proper
techniques pertinent to tap. In this method, tap dance is broken down into three
major aspects; aural, visual and expressive. Aural aspects will include rhythm,
emphasis and accent and tonality. Rhythm will be taught by having the students
repeat the rhythm patterns with their feet or verbally. In the upper course levels
the way the dancer executes the movement rather than the nature of the
movement controls the emphasis and the accent. Tonality incorporates both high
and low pitched sounds in tap dance. In the upper levels the students will learn
that the part of the foot used to create the sound has an effect on tonality. We
will cover the visual aspects that relate specifically to tap dance. Body movement
encompasses the action of the body itself. The student will learn to distinguish
between steps that are quite similar. The student will learn to discover the
differences through his or her own powers of observation. Movement through
space will incorporate the directions (up, down, forward, sideward, etc.) in which
the entire body or part of the body travels. Expressive aspects include
communication which is the performers ability to convey a message, feeling or
idea to an observer.

It will be expected that proper attire will be maintained at all times. The girls will
wear shorts and tee shirts. Males need to have tee shirts and will be allowed to
use their uniform slacks.

The teaching method being used is based upon a system that analyzes tap dance
and formulates rules and exercises for learning how to tap dance. For any
method to be effective it must contain certain rules. However, after the purpose
of some of these rules has been served, they may be broken in order to broaden
the student's technique. For a student to grow into a creative performing artist,
they must accept the discipline of a technique, but never blindly accept the limits
imposed upon them by anyone else.

7raditional African Music and Dance I, 11 & 11/
Instructor: Victor Bah

This unigue course includes some theoretical content and practical training in the
various traditional dances of the African continent and skills in African music,
with some emphasis on drumming. The course will offer an introduction to
traditional African dance techniques and will help condition the student physically
for the performances of African dances and techniques. It will begin the
exercises required for traditional movement of the body language of the dancer.
The dances and the music will include a wide range of traditional dances from
across the continent, with special attention to cultural context and the coherence
of music and singing with the dances. The course will offer a concentration in the
dances of West Africa. The theoretical aspect will be based on the dances of
West Africa, with emphases placed on: origin, role and meaning, stylistic
differences, the language of drums, song text, dirges and praise poetry,
paraphernalia of the dance (masks, costumes, props, and make-up), symbolism
and ritual significance. Further development will include the study of dance and
related arts in contemporary West Africa, manner of organization and
performance in a changing society. There will be performances of dances and
music as the application of the theory of performing arts and skills is learned.
There will be project work of solo and group performances to complete the
course.

Beginners
This level will introduce students to the African Culture/traditions and the role of
music and dance in the African Society in general. They will be introduced to the
various kinds of African dance techniques and their many intricate rhythmic
patterns that compliments in African drumming and Music and other percussion
instruments.

Intermediate

This level will basically continue the above in a much more indebt and detailed
fashion. Much emphasis will be placed on sharpening the skills and techniques in
drumming and dancing acquired at the beginner’s level.

Advanced

This level will put most of what has been acquired in earlier years in context.
Theoretically, we will deal with subjects like influences of African music and
Dance in American Society amongst all the others. Big Project works, African and
other ethnic Dance choreographies and dance production in general.



Course Objectives: (this applies to all levels)

e Demonstrate a deeper understanding of traditional African dance and
music.

e Perform a diverse array of traditional African dances and drumming.

e Develop an appreciation of African music and dance and its impact
upon African and American (African American culture).

e Develop a discipline necessary to succeed in the performing arts
environment.

e To demonstrate the ability to present Traditional African Dance and Cultures
onto the Modern conventional theater.

Course Agreements/Requirements

e Students will receive credit for each class period attended.

e Students will arrive to class each and every day on time, ready to
work, with all assignments completed.

e Students will come with the appropriate attire to class (For the ladies,
an African cloth large enough to wrap around waste will be provided.
Students need to wear short tights underneath and a loose “T” shirt,
leotard. Black is preferred. Boys need to loosen up, no tie, that's it.

e Students will not be allowed to wear any footwear during class, not
even a pair of socks. It is for your own safety.

e Students will be required to purchase a few materials for their final
solo and group productions. (For Intermediate and Advanced levels)

e The student will work collaboratively with his/her fellow students
while at the same time being in accord with all agreements of this
class and Bishop McNamara High School.

e Movements may be alien to students and muscles thus the need to
sometimes touch students when teaching in class.



CLASSROOM PROCEDURES

1. Get to class on time. Do not linger in and about the hallways or changing areas.
Tardiness will not be tolerated. If you are late make sure you have a legitimate pass.

2. At the beginning of class put your personal things away on the side of the stage
quickly. Do not leave any belongings in the locker room. Have the correct attire
including shoes. Please be sure you hair is secured properly.

3. Read the Objective: A syllabus will be given to each student; familiarize yourself with
the material.

4. Participate: Student’s are expected to participate in presentations, discussions and
critiques as well as the regular dance class.

5. Do not ask to 1eave the classroom unless it is an emergency. This includes the use of
the lavatory. Please try not to schedule conferences with other teachers or guidance
during the dance classes.

6. Keep, your hands to yourself. Your classmates have the right to expect you to keep
your hands off of them and their property. In return you should expect them to do the
same.

7.DO NOT TOUCH ANY ITEMS THAT DO NOT BELONG TO YOU. This is
to include costumes, CD's, stereo equipment, VCR's, TV's. You do not

have the right to borrow anything from another student without that student's permission.
Never go in someone's purse, dance bag, book bag etc. without permission.

8. Never argue about classroom procedures during classroom time. | will schedule an
appointment to discuss your concerns when convenient with both of us.

9. Chewing gum is not allowed and will warrant a Saturday detention. Water bottles
may be carried in your dance bags. No sodas, candy, chips, etc, are allowed.

10. You must be on the floor and ready to dance 7 minutes after the bell. If you are late
more than 2 times in one semester you will lose points towards your final grade.

11. Do not leave the floor until you are dismissed by the teacher.
